Turn Kitchen Scraps Into Something Great for Your Garden

COMPOSTING your kitchen
scraps is a win-win situation. This scenario
works well if you have a lot of kitchen
scraps. Choose a hidden area in your back
yard. Dig a hole 2 feet deep. Add kitchen
scraps; more finely chopped kitchen scraps
decompose faster. Cover it with several
inches of soil or garden clippings — leaves
and some grass . Continue to add to the hole
until full, adding more garden refuse on the
top. Keep the pile moist. You may want to
turn it occasionally. And then wait 6
months for it to decompose.

Want to compost your kitchen
scraps but don’t have room or time for a

composting pile? Cut up the scraps into 1
inch pieces and bury

them in your flower or

vegetable garden.

Cover well with 3-4

inches of soil.
