County Line South is a recent vendor at the Mar Vista Farmers Market. Their
produce is certified organic and on a recent Sunday included arugula, spinach, chard,
beets and carrots all in baby variety. Going one step further, Silver Lake Farms sells
micro greens. Micro greens are grown in soil and can be used in salads, as toppings on
sandwiches or as garnishes on entrees or pasta dishes. Choose from yellow pak choi (with
its horseradish finish), red streak mizuna (buttery taste) or radish (purple or China rose
varieties). Also available are arugula, mustard and fennel, the latter with a sweet mild
licorice flavor that goes well with fish. Micro greens also have higher nutritional levels
